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Our Favorite “East” Week-
end “Cruisin” Spots

Let's go cruisin’.... From our
home port at Harbor House
Marina in Stamford, CT, we
sail along the Gold Coast of
southern Long Island
Sound, or the Connecticut
coast of the northern
Sound, letting the soft
breezes (or motors, for
those windless days) take
us. Antares, Aquila, Gold-
eneye, and Summerstar get
together most weekends,
and cruise, dine, and have
fun, either onshore or on-
board. Here are just a few of

our favorite destinations.

The wide entrance to Oyster
Bay is about 5.5 nm south
of Stamford. We often an-
chor in the large tree-lined
bight between Cove Neck
and the wharf at Oyster Bay,

or at the northerly end of
West Harbor, west of Centre
Island. Other times, we pick
up moorings at the Saga-
more Yacht Club, and share
dinner on a “host boat” or
go to one of the restaurants
in town, like the Canterbury
Ales QOyster Bar & Grill. Re-
laxation, swimming, often
with “swim noodles,” and
dinghy rides are followed by
five o’clock cocktails and
watching a beautiful sunset.
Sunday brunch at the SYC
followed by a smooth and
leisurely sail back to Stam-
ford.

Huntington Bay, which lies 7.0
nm southeast of Stamford, is
the largest on the north shore
of Long Island, and the gateway
to Northport Harbor. Northport
Yacht Club is located just east
of the power plant marked by
the four red and white 610-foot
LILCO smokestacks. Kerri, our
friendly launch driver, often
greets us with her smile. The
launch runs from 8 AM to mid-
night on weekends during the
summer. Arrival is followed by
relaxation, swimming off the
boat, or in the NYC pool, and, of
course,... five o’clock cocktails
hosted on one of our boats,
watching yet another spectacu-
lar sunset. After a lovely walk,
just over a mile into the town of
Northport, past beautiful
homes and gardens, we dine at
one of the many restaurants, or
fill our signature white enamel
pots with delicious Italian spe-
cialties from Maroni’s to bring
back onboard. We enjoy
Sunday brunch in the
outside garden at Tim’s
Shipwreck Diner, fol-
lowed by a short walk to
the Copenhagen Bakery
for lunch needs and the
Sunday NY Times for

& the trip back.

For a day sail and lunch, we
may pick up a mooring at Sey-
mour’s, which usually has rea-
sonably-priced moorings for a
few hours, and return to Stam-
ford before sunset. Price Bend
is a bight behind the spit of
West Beach, that extends
south from Eaton’s Neck. Lo-
cally called Sand City, it is fun
to swim or dink over to the
beach. Although this area can
sometimes be crowded, it pro-
vides good holding.

Last summer, we rendezvoused
with other club members, in-
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cluding Ladies Choice and
Glory Days. This summer, we
are planning a cruise to Narra-
gansett Bay, visiting Bristol,
Newport. Rl, and, I'm person-
ally hoping, Cuttyhunk, before
sailing to Block Island, and
Montauk. Maybe this year, we’ll
add Greenwich or the Norwalk
Islands to our weekend anchor-
age sites. Who knows where
our fair breezes will take us?

Racing off the

Frank Conway reports of his recent off Hudson racing.

For this season outside of HCYC racing, | will also be
racing on SirenSong, a J133. | will also be one of a
crew of ten on SirenSong for the Newport to Bermuda
Race on in June. Prior to that race we have a set of
races in which we are competing. They are:

0 American (Yacht Club) Spring Series which is
two weekends of buoy racing, the last weekend
of April and the first weekend of May

U The Edlu Race out of Larchmont YC, which is a
32 mile distance race run on 5/8

U The Strom Trysail Club Block Island Race, a
185 mile race from Stamford, around Block Is-
land and back, starting the Friday of Memorial
Day weekend.

During the American Spring Series we raced in the IRC
40 class against 8 other boats ranging from 39 to 43 ft.
We sailed a total of nine races and placed 4, 1, 1, 6, 1,
1, 1, 1, 1 with the "6" our throw out. Each race was 4-7
miles long. We won our division, and also we were also
awarded the Edward Richards Trophy for Best IRC per-
formance out of 25 IRC boats in all IRC divisions.

My position on SirenSong for the buoy racing is tactician
and main sheet trimmer. On boats like the J133, the
main trimmer is usually the tactician, proving direction
for the driver on where to go and what is going out on
the race course. At American, we saw winds 5-20 kt
and a 1kt or so current. The key to our performance
was the starts, which of the most part were very good
and once off the line, we carefully made our way up the
course, staying in the best wind, and not giving our com-
petition room to get away.

For the Edlu Race, we sailed from Larchmont Harbor to
Eaton's Neck and back for a total of 32 nautical miles. We
raced in the IRC 1 division against seven other boats. We
specifically did this race as a crew practice for the Ber-
muda Race. This race had everything from no wind going
out to Eaton's to over 40 kts sustained on the way

back. We ended up sailing under a double reef and #3 jib
and took a good pounding. The crew work was excellent
and | had the opportunity to do a lot of driving on this race,
along with tactics and main trim. We won our class and
finished 2nd overall out of 15 boats in IRC.
